Once the Student's Pass application has been approved, they will receive an In-Principle Approval [IPA] letter which will be given during registration at NUS. All students are required to convert their social visit pass into a Student’s Pass with the IPA letter.

For visa-required country eg. China, IPA letter will be mailed to the students as it will serve as a single-trip entry visa when you arrive in Singapore.
